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Active community 

 Chilterns AONB in South Oxfordshire 

 Midway between Wallingford and Reading 

 Surrounded by beech woods and farmland 

 5-600 feet above sea level 

Compact village of 1000 houses 

Expansion in the 60’s and 70’s  

• 3 Village Appraisals (1984, 1991, 200) 

• 2008 Parish Plan 

WOODCOTE 

 500% since 1951 

 250% since 1961

Examiner reported in December 2013 

 3 documents totalling over 200 pages 

 Supported by many other documents  

 Took 15 people 5 man years to produce 

 Cost approx. 10k
